How To Stop Media Player From Disconnecting.





This will not ensure that you are not disconnected but it will reduce the chance!


Media-player disconnects you because it has lost track of the server broadcasting, so to reduce the chance of getting disconnected you must increase its buffer rate. The buffer is the information stored on your computer before it is played. If your player is configured to buffer 5 seconds then what you hear was really broadcast 5 seconds ago. The more buffered the more time the player can keep track of the server…





HOW TO CHANGE THE BUFFER RATE


ON MEDIA PLAYER 6





Load up Media Player 6


Choose the “View” tab on the main window, 


Select OPTIONS to enter the config settings,


On the “Options” window choose the “Advanced” tab


Look in the window, Highlight “Streaming Media (Windows Media)” and click “Change”


This Will Bring Up The Buffer Controls, Make shure the Buffering is set to “Buffer” and not “Use default buffering”, The number  next to “Buffer” is the number of seconds that is buffed before playing. It should be between 1 and 30. We recommend that it is set to 30 but 15 or above is acceptable.


Click OK on all the windows and then your new Buffer rate is set, you can now connect to TLK Radio by seeing the steps on http://www.lionking.org/~kuvo/tlkradio.htm
